- VO : Agapé a is a Nigerian association, originally initiated by the French. Its purpose is to train youth in tasty specializations. Meaning, in the bakery and pastry makers trades. You always have to add the salt before the end. And that means five minutes before you finish kneading the dough. Two types of training are offered : continuing education sessions, and basic training. At present the youth of Niamey, whom I personally know, are participating in continuing education programs. And young people from Arlit have come to do the basic training program, which they have now nearly finished. 

- I. Waigalassane : There were five or six of us in the summer, plus one from Agadès. AREVA funds the program and selected the candidates from Arlit, including me. I love everything about bakeries, because my father was a baker. In reality, my job is to transfer my knowledge to our youth, who are in need of it. I was trained in France in the bakery and the pastry making trades. Trained according to French tradition. They told us at the training center, that at the end of the training program, they would help us find jobs. But I plan to go back to Arlit. They'll help us find a bakery, so that what we've learned, we can teach our brothers back there. Our big brothers. Because back there, they only know how to make white bread. So with what we've learned, how to make croissants and chocolate buns, it should work, you see... Inch'Allah !
