- A. Jalawi : In Arlit, we got organized, and set up women's joint ventures. First we drew up an agreement for this, because the joint ventures must be recognized from a legal standpoint. City Hall has a copy of the agreement in its records. We have the original. So now it's possible for the federation to participate with other projects in requesting funding. In all this, we have counted on AREVA to help us set up a loan fund. The federation initiated the request for a fund in Arlit, because the women want such a fund. This was the occasion to set up the local organization, and after that, a meeting will be held where AREVA will show us how to become a member and use the loan fund. 

- H. Adamou : There are sixty of us. We asked the Crédit Mutuel to make us a loan, and they lent us 1.5 million, which was distributed among our members. Each of our women members is now doing business, and things are going well. For example, I buy mattresses, rugs, and covers to resell because they're cheaper here. We're managing our loans now, inch'Allah everything's fine.
