- B. Chaibou : The buildings were much deteriorated. There was no electricity, no ventilation. The surrounding wall was badly in need of repair. There were classrooms built of adobe, others made of straw, and almost none of them had windows or doors. 

- E.C. Saghid : AREVA, with its sustainable development, said that it really wasn't good to see children in classrooms like that. So they helped us, and now the school has been 100% rebuilt by AREVA. 

- Student : Before, it was hot. We were uncomfortable. But now, things are better. The classrooms have windows, fans, light bulbs. And so now we can do good work. 

- B. Chaibou : We now have 13 renovated classrooms, all with doors, windows, electricity and ventilation. Even during bad weather, we can close the classrooms and work, whereas before we were exposed to the storm. So it's really a very big improvement in working conditions, for the children and teachers both. In 2006, the school recorded a success rate of 19.64% on the middle school examinations. In 2008, this rate was 48.67%. Now that the building has been rehabilitated, the teachers, students and administrative staff have undertaken to raise this score even more. 

- H. Samba : AREVA signed an agreement with the department to support sustainable development, which stipulates that the donation made by AREVA is generally to be invested in the priority sectors of health, education, and agricultural activities. 

- Student : I'm going to become minister of education. When you do well in school, it's good for the person, and for the school. And it's good for life.
