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- Off screen voice:  We’re on the northern coast of Germany at Bremerhaven , a port with direct access to the North Sea, one of the windiest in Europe.  

The site is therefore an ideal choice for the AREVA group’s first offshore wind farm.  It is here that the company has created and assembled its pioneering turbine, the Multigrid 5000, one of the first wind turbines in the world to be designed for the sea.

- Anne LAUVERGEON, Chief Executive Officer of AREVA: “Hello, nice to meet you.”
Today’s event is the launch of AREVA WIND, a new platform for the renewable energies business group.  The objective, mark AREVA’S commitment to the renewable energies and more specifically, wind energy.

- Applause

-Off screen voice: With renewable energies, AREVA aims to become the leader of a rapidly expanding market and targets an income of some 5 billion euros between now and 2012.

This tangible objective means that the name change is much more than a mere symbol.

- Anil SRIVASTAVA, Executive Vice-President and CEO BG Renewable Energies: “It is not just about changing the name, it is about putting an AREVA brand behind the wind industry, in this case offshore industry.  We are talking about the highest levels of quality, reliability and of health and safety practices.  We bring all of that and the great leverage of AREVA Group into the wind business.  This is much more than just changing name, it’s an expression of commitment by the group toward this industry”.

- Off screen voice: A commitment that begins with this turbine.  Twice as powerful as a terrestrial turbine, the Multigrid 5000 is a veritable concentrate of modern technology that has been specifically designed to resist maritime corrosion and to limit maintenance costs; a cutting edge industrial process that corresponds perfectly to the group’s strategy.

- Anne LAUVERGEON, Chief Executive Officer of AREVA: “Our main strategy is quite simple, to be present in wind energy sectors where there is a technological advantage.  The offshore sector is really a field where only the very best can develop and thrive.  You’ve seen that it’s a heavy industry that also involves technology similar to what we have developed in the nuclear sector”.

-Off screen voice: It was AREVA who installed the first offshore turbines in Germany during the Alpha Ventus Programme, a pilot farm put into service a year ago.

But new objective are already in sight with a future production of 600 mega watts.

- Félix DEBIERRE, Managing Director of AREVA WIND: “Here on this site we have the development potential that will enable us to supply up to one hundred turbines per year each with an installed production capacity of 500 mega watts allowing us to accompany the strong growth of this euro-market which will amount to several giga watts of new installed capacity per year”.

- Off screen voice: Providing more than 200 new jobs since 2008, the rapidly expanding site is also participating in the region’s economic renewal.  Affected by the crisis for a long time, Bremerhaven has discovered its second wind, thanks to AREVA’S offshore industry.
